STUDENT SAFETY (EMOTIONAL)

Rationale:

The Board of Trustees regards the emotional safety and wellbeing of students at school as a priority.
Appropriate guidelines and procedures will be maintained to ensure student safety and wellbeing at all
times.

Guidelines:

The Board will maintain policies and procedures regulating the administration of medication to students
to ensure the safety of all students at school and during school related activities.

. The Board will ensure that guidelines are developed regarding appropriate consultation in relation to

student participation in externally generated research projects.

. The Board will ensure the safety and appropriate support of students from other cultures and that school

procedures are culturally sensitive and mindful of the needs of all students.
