SMOKE AND VAPING FREE POLICY

Rationale:

The Board of Trustees will ensure that prominent notices prohibiting smoking and vaping are displayed in
appropriate places throughout the school and the school grounds.

The Board of Trustees will ensure that there is a programme in place to ensure students are educated about the
detrimental effects of smoking and vaping on health.
